Student Choice Book


Over summer vacation you were required to choose one book from the provided list, for your assignment you will create a File Folder Book Project! Your File Folder Book Project will include a creative representation of the book’s cover, a plot diagram, character chart, setting profile, theme analysis, personal reflection, and a listing of other books by the same author. Your work on each element of the File Folder Book Project will showcase your understanding of the book you read. Your final project should be creative, detailed, insightful, and created with care!


1.  Plot: Plot the major story events on the diagram. The event that you put next to the star will be the climax of the story. The events leading up to the climax will be the rising action. After the climax, the remaining events will be the falling action and resolution.

2.  Characters: Choose three significant characters from the book. Complete the chart, list the characters’ names (include nicknames if applicable), fill in the physical traits, and personality traits. Then answer the question below the chart in complete sentences.

3.  Setting: Select a memorable scene location from the book, tell where the scene takes place, list details to describe the scene, and tell when the scene occurs. Then, draw an illustration of the described scene in the box provided.

4. Theme: The theme should be a lesson or message that applies to the world (not just the story). It’s what the author wants the reader to learn about life. To determine the theme, consider what happened in the book and what the main events teach the reader about life. Answer the questions in the space provided.

[bookmark: _GoBack]5. Review: Your review should be a well-written and developed paragraph on your personal reflection of the book. The review should be at least 6-8 sentences. Consider the following questions in your review: What were your feelings after reading different parts of the book? Did the book make you laugh? Cry? Smile? Cheer? Explain your reaction. What connections are there between the book and your own life? What are the best/worst parts of the book? Explain. Do you like the way the book ended? Why or why not? Rate the book between 1-10 and explain your rating.

6. Other Books: Neatly list other books the author has written. Look in your book or on the internet for these.

7. Front Cover: The front cover of your project should be bold, creative, and high quality. It must include the book’s title and author. You may want to recreate the book’s own cover or create your own. Feel free to add other images that relate to the novel, decorations, and creative elements to the cover.
